5. To maintain, for a minimum of 3 years after the completion of the contract, adequate books, records and supporting documents to
verify the amounts, recipients and uses of all disbursements of funds passing in conjunction with the contract; the contract and all
books, records and supporting documents related to the contract shall be available for review and audit by the Auditor General and
the STATE; and to provide full access to all relevant materials. Failure to maintain the books, records and supporting documents
required by this section shall establish a presumption in favor of the STATE for the recovery of any funds paid by the STATE under
the contract for which adequate books, records and supporting documentation are not available to support their purported
disbursement.

6. The payment by the LA in accordance with numbered paragraph 3 of Section !l will be considered payment in full for all services
rendered in accordance with this AGREEMENT whether or not they be actually enumerated in this AGREEMENT.

7. That the ENGINEER shall be responsible for any and all damages to property or persons arising out of an error, omission and/or
negligent act in the prosecution of the ENGINEER’s work and shall indemnify and save harmless the LA, the STATE, and their
officers, agents and employees from all suits, claims, actions or damages of any nature whatsoever resulting there from. These
indemnities shall not be limited by the listing of any insurance policy.

8. This AGREEMENT may be terminated by the LA upon giving notice in writing to the ENGINEER at the ENGINEER's last known post
office address. Upon such termination, the ENGINEER shall cause to be delivered to the LA all drawings, plats, surveys, reports,
permits, agreements, soils and foundation analysis, provisions, specifications, partial and completed estimates and data, if any from
soif survey and subsurface investigation with the understanding that all such material becomes the property of the LA. The LA will be
responsible for reimbursement of all eligible expenses to date of the written notice of termination.

9. This certification is required by the Drug Free Workplace Act (30ILCS 580). The Drug Free Workplace Act requires that no grantee
or contractor shall receive a grant or be considered for the purpose of being awarded a contract for the procurement of any property
or service from the State unless that grantee or contractor will provide a drug free workplace.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this closure shall occur during the approximate
time period between 8:00 a.m. Friday, June 27th until 1:00 a.m. on Sunday, June 29,

2014.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this closure is for the public purpose of holding
the Wine, Dine & Jazz Festival.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that traffic from this closed portion of highway shall
be detoured over routes with an all weather surface that can accept the anticipated traffic,
which will be maintained to the satisfaction of the Department and which is conspicuously
marked for the benefit of traffic diverted from the State highway. (The parking of vehicles
shall be prohibited on the detour routes to allow an uninterrupted flow of two way traffic.)
*The detour route shall be as follows: DETOUR ROUTE ATTACHED HERETO AND

MADE PART OF THIS RESOLUTION.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Belleville assumes full responsibility
for the direction, protection, and regulation of the traffic during the time the detour is in

effect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that police officers or authorized flaggers shall at the
expense of the City of Belleville be positioned at each end of the closed section and at
other points (such as intersections) as may be necessary to assist in directing traffic
through the detour.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that police officers, flaggers, and officials shall
permit emergency vehicles in emergency situations to pass through the closed area as
swiftly as is safe for all concerned.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all debris shall be removed by the City of
Belleville prior to reopening the State highway.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that such signs, flags, barricades, etc., shall be used
by the City of Belleville as may be approved by the lllinois Department of Transportation.
These items shall be provided by the City of Belleville.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the closure and detour shall be marked
according to the lllinois Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that an occasional break shall be made in the
procession so that traffic may pass through. In any event, adequate provisions will be
made for traffic on intersecting highways pursuant to conditions noted above.
