Motor Vehicle Registration Sticker Reminder

Since our last newsletter, many positive 
things continue to happen in Belleville.

Our ninth annual Art on the Square was 
named #1 in the nation two out of the last 
three years. We are witnessing the contin-
ued growth and noticeable improvements 
at our Lindenwood University campus. 
Progress continues during the construction 
of South 17th Street now underway from 
W. Main St. to So. Belt West. Very soon, 
the improvement will begin on So. 10th 
Street. The recently approved develop-
ment agreement to save and expand the Skyview Drive-
In, one of only a few remaining in the country, and to 
tear down the old eye sore BAC Quad Cinema will be a 
very positive change for west Belleville. Continued work 
and improvements are evident in east Belleville with 
the Portland Avenue sewer project and the McKinley 
Ave. repaving. All of these projects are important to the 
growth and prosperity of our City and we appreciate ev-
eryone’s cooperation and patience as we complete these 
and other projects.

Most recently, the City Council approved some ad-
ditional assistance to the Wagner Motor Car Company, 
a ninety-eight (98) year old family owned business in 
Belleville, which in the past year received a devastat-

ing blow from General Motors when GM 
announced their decision to terminate Wag-
ner’s franchise agreement. Through much 
perseverance, the Wagner family has been 
given the chance to regain their franchise 
for Buick and General Motors and the city 
is proud to help.

Wagner Buick has proven that when it is 
supplied with cars to sell, it can generate well 
over $150,000 a year in sales tax revenue for 
the City of Belleville, employ an additional 
twenty-five (25) people for a total of forty-

five (45) employees, and help continue the positive mo-
mentum of new growth on our Rt. 15 corridor.

The City is granting Wagner the money to buy back 
the franchise that was taken away by General Motors, 
however, the other assistance is just bringing money for-
ward from the original TIF agreement. TIF funds can 
not be used for General Fund uses such as police and 
fire protection. They are designed for economic devel-
opment, redevelopment, demolition, infrastructure im-
provements, property acquisition, etc.

Please continue to help our city by doing as much 
business in Belleville as possible. The benefits of Buy 
Belleville First have been proven. Buy Belleville first… 
it works for everyone. 

The Belleville City Council voted on Monday, April 
5, 2010 to approve Ordinance No. 7385 (Chapter 51 
– Vehicle Registration Fees), allowing the City to rein-
state the process of collecting fees for motor vehicles in 
the City of Belleville. Automobile stickers and motorcy-
cle tags were available for purchase starting on Tuesday, 
June 1, 2010 and must be purchased and displayed on 
vehicles by September 1, 2010 in order to avoid viola-
tion fees.

Registration forms and instructions for completing 
the forms are available at any of the below listed loca-
tions where stickers are sold. For your convenience, 
we suggest that stickers and tags be purchased via the 
mail. Checks should be made payable to: City of Bel-
leville. This will enable you to avoid parking problems 

and/or lines. Please return your completed forms and 
payment to:  Attn: Vehicle Registration, Belleville City 
Hall, 101 So.
