PUBLIC HEARING 
 
 

Mayor Eckert opened a public hearing at 7:03 p.m. regarding the vacation of an alley behind 
West Garfield and West Harrison Streets (behind 305 South Illinois Street).  Mayor Eckert said 
this was a request made by Hospice of Southern Illinois.  Mayor Eckert asked if there were any 
questions and/or comments and there were none.  Mayor Eckert closed the public hearing at 7:04 
p.m. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

PRESENTATION 
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Mayor Eckert asked Police Chief Clay to step forward Chief Clay said he is presenting an 
Illinois Department of Transportation Award specifically for those officers who excel at DUI 
arrest and detection.  Chief Clay said Officers Steven Britt, Kathy Wallen, and Dusty Kallal were 
at the top for these types of arrests made and said these types of arrests are very complicated and 
it requires a lot of time and detection on behalf of the officers.  Chief Clay said the DUI arrests 
are always challenged for the most part in a court of law so the officers have to make sure they 
are very thorough. 
 
Chief Clay read and presented the awards to these three officers which commended them for 
their exemplary performance in DUI enforcement.  Chief Clay said Officer Kallal has made 50 
DUI arrests, Officer Wallen has made 75 DUI arrests, and Chief Clay said Officer Britt could not 
be here this evening because he is in the middle of a DUI arrest.   
 
Mayor Eckert said we are very happy that our Police Department and officers are taking these 
DUI arrests very, very seriously. 

 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

 
 

Mayor Eckert asked if anyone would like to come forward for the public participation portion of 
the meeting and said please state your name and address for the record and limit comments to 
approximately two minutes per person. 
 
Jared Beasley stepped forward and said he is the attorney representing Michael Lieb and Angela 
Prosser and said he is here tonight to represent his clients regarding their request for a zoning 
variance to open an internet café at 400 Mascoutah Avenue (Case 37-JUN08).  Mr. Beasley said 
he is also here as a neighbor and constituent and said he commends all the folks downtown for 
the good work they have done.  Mr. Beasley said he is very disturbed that this variance may be 
denied and said the vast majority of folks that would visit this business are neighbors and said 
the business would most likely close if the neighbors did not support it.  Mr. Beasley urged the 
council members to support this business. 
 
Steve Burlage of 407 Forest Avenue stepped forward and thanked the mayor and city council for 
a fine job they have did over the last several years.  Mr. Burlage said he is in favor of having an 
internet café at 400 Mascoutah Avenue and asked the council to grant this variance and said it is 
in nobody’s benefit that this property remain residential. 
 
Michael Lieb stepped forward and said he is one of the owners of the property at 400 Mascoutah 
Avenue and said a lot of foot traffic comes through that area.  Mr. Lieb said he would like to 
restore the building and said he feels the business would definitely benefit the area. 
 
Dana Allen stepped forward and said she is a realtor and also a small business owner and said 
she is a friend of Mike and Angie and said she has been for years.  Ms. Allen said she knows that 
Belleville values its small businesses and said she can’t understand why such a forward thinking

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community would not want that building revitalized and said both owners have a bachelor’s 
degree is business and asked the council to vote in favor of the internet café. 
 
Rick Brown of 632 South Pennsylvania Avenue stepped forward and said being a business 
owner and resident in this town, he thinks this internet café would be a great asset to this 
community.  Mr. Brown said this building was zoned single family in 1999, but prior to that it 
always zoned commercial and said this business would be good for Belleville.  
 
Will Viall of 119 South Charles Street stepped forward and said he lives in a building that used 
to be commercial and said these people bought this property already zoned single family and 
said they have not presented a business plan, etc.  Mr. Viall said he is against the internet café 
being opened at 400 Mascoutah Avenue and said if the business fails the property will still be 
commercial. 
 
Angela Prosser stepped forward and said she is the owner of 400 Mascoutah Avenue and said 
she does have a business plan that is about 20 pages long and said parking is available in the 
parking lot across the street.  Ms. Prosser said she brought with her a general outline of the 
business plan and what will be involved in the internet café.  Ms. Prosser said she has seven 
letters in support of their business today and said the building was built in 1907 and it was a 
bakery until 1942 when it became a saloon until 2006, then it closed and they lost their liquor 
license.   
 
Mary Behrman of 414 Mascoutah Avenue stepped forward and said she has lived there for 32 
years now.  Ms. Behrman said she is against the internet café and asked why we need another 
business on her street and said she doesn’t think they need the noise and the aggravation. 
 
Rolf Jacobson stepped forward and said he owns the property at 410 Mascoutah Avenue and said 
he disagrees with the building at 400 Mascoutah Avenue going back to commercial zoning and 
said he is against the internet café. 
 
Shalee Prosser of 400 Mascoutah Avenue stepped forward and said her mom is Angela Prosser 
and said so many people are worried about the noise and the crowd and said her mom is going to 
do everything possible to do a good job and run a successful business and said she is in favor of 
the café.  Miss Prosser said she doesn’t understand why they would want the building to remain 
vacant in a historic neighborhood and said just because they are new doesn’t mean they are bad. 
 
Robert Adams of 813 South Church Street stepped forward and said he has lived there since 
1987 and said he bought in downtown Belleville because he saw great value and opportunity 
there.  Mr. Adams said altering residential zoning to commercial zoning could cause another 
business to be there in two years if the internet café doesn’t work out and asked the council 
members to take these concerns to heart.

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Elizabeth Yarber stepped forward said she has a variance for her business at 317 Mascoutah 
Avenue (Brick Street Bar & Grill) and said she is in favor of the internet café going in across the 
street. 
 
Susan Kuchenbhecker of 710 East Garfield Street stepped forward and said her grandfather built 
the house in 1906 and said she is sick of the businesses and said she is against the café being 
opened at 400 Mascoutah Avenue and said she is also against the traffic and just wants a nice 
neighborhood. 
 
Mark Carpenter of 410 Mascoutah Avenue stepped forward and said he is excited about what is 
going on downtown and said he feels that is where business belongs and said he is against the 
internet café in a residential area. 
 
Suzanne Carpenter stepped forward and read a note from Nancy Close of 415 Mascoutah 
Avenue and said she asked to keep the neighborhood from any more businesses and said she is 
against the café.  Ms. Carpenter said she lives at 410 Mascoutah Avenue and said she is also 
against the internet café and said businesses need to be on East Main, West Main, or Illinois 
Street and not in a residential area. 
 
Maureen Morris of 618 South Jackson Street stepped forward and said she is also against the 
internet café because there are four other commercial buildings in that neighborhood and said 
they have over 250 names on a petition against this business.  Ms. Morris said when we gain a 
business we lose private ownership and submitted the petitions she has to Linda Fields. 
 
Elaine Shanks of 710 East Garfield stepped forward and said years ago her grandfather built her 
house that four generations has lived in and said she is ready to leave. 
 
Rebecca McCollum of 721 East Garfield Street stepped forward and said she was discouraged to 
move into Belleville and said she feels she moved into a nice neighborhood that is secure and 
said she was aware of the businesses near her surroundings.  Ms. McCollum said she is in favor 
of the internet café and said she feels it is a great idea. 
 
Janet Bensley of 600 East “C” Street stepped forward and said she helped circulate the petitions 
against the internet café and said she supports the single family zoning and she said she is 
against the café at 400 Mascoutah Avenue. 
 
Jo McCarty of 621 East “C” Street stepped forward and said she is a member of the Citizens for 
Revitalization of Historic Belleville and said she also helped circulate the petitions against the 
café and said she supports the single family zoning.

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Maureen Adams of 813 South Church Street stepped forward and said she doesn’t understand 
why we would need another café and said she too is against this business in a residential 
neighborhood. 
 
Jessica Vonderheide of 723 West Cleveland Avenue stepped forward and said 20 years ago she 
lived in that neighborhood and said she thinks it would be nice to see these buildings revitalized 
and to see a business put there.  
 
Jeff Harris stepped forward and said he is the owner 404 Abend Street one block away and said 
Mascoutah Avenue is a very busy street and said he would drive by this building often and said 
there is free parking right across the street and said he thinks the business would revitalize the 
area. 
  
Gloria Geppert of 101 Lake Forest Drive stepped forward and said her mother lives at 501 
Mascoutah Avenue and said she moved here two years ago from St. Louis and said there were 
several restaurants in residential areas where she lived in St. Louis.  Ms. Geppert said they made 
the neighborhood better even though neighbors had a lot of the same issues and said she thinks it 
is great to see Belleville moving in that direction and said she is in favor of the café. 
 
Christy Thurig of 1424 Mascoutah Avenue stepped forward and said she is in favor of the café 
because she feels it would be a great success in downtown Belleville to help revitalize the 
neighborhood. 
 
Diana Miller of 807 Sycamore stepped forward and said she is here on behalf of her mother who 
lives at 302 Abend and said she asked her to tell the council that her mother fully supports this 
business and said she has never had an issue either with Brick Street Bar & Grill and said she is 
glad to see somebody remodel and revitalize a vacant building in her neighborhood. 
 
Barry Basham of 200 Portland Avenue said he has lived in Belleville his whole life and said if 
we want to bring it back to old Belleville then there should be a bar every two blocks like there 
used to be. 
 
Cynthia Anderson of 524 Park Avenue stepped forward and said she is for single family zoning 
and said since when is business more important than family and said she too is against the café.

Case #37-JUNE08 – Angela Prosser & Michael Lieb 
 

Mayor Eckert said things are happening in Belleville and said these are challenging and nice 
problems to have and said he was and alderman when we rezoned this neighborhood to single 
family in 1999.  Mayor Eckert said 15 of 16 aldermen voted in favor to rezone this area and said 
they felt that zoning should reflect the majority of use which is single family in that area.  Mayor 
Eckert said he wishes Ms. Prosser and Mr. Lieb would have purchased 400 Mascoutah Avenue 
contingent on their zoning variance being approved.  Mayor Eckert said he thinks the biggest 
problem with this zoning case may be the hours requested from what he has heard. 
 
Alderman Blaies said they have based their decision on lots of discussion and comments and 
Alderman Seibert said his concern mostly is that of all of the abutting property owners and said 
they would like for this property to remain single family.  Alderman LeChien said Ms. Prosser 
listed their hardship as a taxing issue with St. Clair County at the Zoning Board meeting and said 
he doesn’t feel it is a taxing issue and said if she keeps the building she can get the taxes 
lowered.  Mr. Lieb said they could not even get the building appraised as a residence and further 
discussion followed between the mayor and council members. 

 
Amendment Request:  Requesting a use variance to allow for the operation of both a single 
family residence (second floor) and an internet café (first floor) at 400 Mascoutah Avenue 
in an “A-1” single family residential district. 
 
Recommendation of the Zoning Board of Appeals that the requested use variance be granted 
with the following stipulations: 

a. A café only, with no alcohol being served, in the name of the applicant only; 

b. Hours should be 7:00 a.m. until 9:00 p.m. Sunday – Thursday and 7:00 a.m. until 
10:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday; 

c. Ensure that all parking is directed across the street to the city lot; 

d. Dumpster area should be created; 

e. Improvements to rear parking lot; 

f. Fix fence; and
