f. When a multi-family dwelling is more than 50% vacant for a period of one year
or eighteen months in any three year period;

g. When a two family dwelling is vacant for more one year or eighteen months in

any three year period; and
h. The provisions of Sections 60-8-14 through 60-8-20 shall still apply to
commercial and industrial districts.

Chief Clay said the detectives spotted the male suspect in East St. Louis near the
stolen car and they began chasing the suspect and said they located him behind the Family Dollar
store and said Detectives Keilbach and Mattingly struggled with the suspect and ultimately
arrested him. Chief Clay said they both showed extreme courage and dedication to duty and said
because of their actions, the victim’s vehicle and cash stolen at the robbery were recovered and
said both officers upheld the highest traditions of law enforcement.
